Safety and Vehicle Rules

1. Entry fee of $20.00 per class/per vehicle.  

      ABSOLUTELY NO REFUNDS!!!

2. Absolutely NO ALCOHOL.

3. Seat belts must be worn in all vehicles, throw or release type in all open vehicles.
4. Drivers must have their own helmets.
5. Roll bars in all open and soft-top vehicles must extend outside the driver’s body, and must meet inspector’s approval.
6. Vehicles must have 4” clevis or large hook-up, if vehicle does not have this, it will NOT be able to run. 
7. All vehicles must pass tech inspections.
8. 5 MPH in all areas.
9. Batteries must be securely fastened down.  Covers required on vehicles with battery in cab.
10.NO GAS TANK IN CAB!!!

11.All drivers must be 18 years or older.

12.No cut tires in class 3, 4, 5, 6, 8.

13.Firewall between engine and driver.

14.Only track personnel allowed along side the track.

15.Classes 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 must have 4, 6, 8 or 10 cylinder engine in

     stock location and must have been available in their model 

     chassis.  Aluminum intakes, carb other than stock and headers 

     are OK.  Predator carburetors are considered stock.  Body must 

     retain stock appearance, fiberglass reproduction bodies are OK. 

     Pickups may remove box.  Tech inspectors decision. Vehicles 

     must pull minimum 15 in/lb.  Vacuum at 1000 RPM or will have

     to run in classes 1, 2, 7.
16.Paddle, Scoop tires and Nitrous only allowed in class 1 and 2.

17.Modified and Open classes open to all racers.

18.All vehicles must have good working brakes.

19.Nitrous equipped vehicles run in Class 1 and 2, 

     Class 1 and 2 includes aftermarket blowers and nitrous.

20.ANY EXCEPTIONS to any rules will be made by Registration and 

     Tech Officials ONLY!

21.Modified class 7 DOT cut tires and Tractor tires are allowed.  

     No paddles or scoops in modified.

22.Street Stock Class 3, vehicles can have no engine modifications. 

     Dual exhaust is OK.  No headers, aftermarket intake manifolds or 

     aftermarket carburetor.  Vehicles may be lifted.  Vehicles must           

     have a 4” clevis or large hook up.  Tech inspector discretion.

(Drivers will be held responsible for the actions of his/her crew, 

     family members and immediate spectators.
(These rules will be enforced for the safety of the drivers and 

      spectators.  Anyone without a pass will be escorted off the premises.

Safety and Pit Rules

1. Any driver observed driving recklessly any where other than 

designated areas will be disqualified from the event.

2. Drivers and vehicles must be in staging area when their class is called.

3. Driver must stay with vehicle when class is running.

4. Driver has three minutes to get vehicle to staging line when vehicle # is called.

5. If a vehicle stalls at the starting line, the driver has 2 minutes in which to get it started or be disqualified. 

6. Vehicle must stay between the strakes or run will be given the distance at which the vehicle first went out of bounds.

7. During the run you are considered stopped when forward motion ceases.  5 count rule.

8. ONCE YOU ARE FLAGGED, DRIVER MUST STOP OR WILL BE DISQUALIFIED. 

9. Once flagged, place vehicle in neutral and wait to be pulled out.  NO BACKING UP.  During this time and all times you must be wearing your helmet or be disqualified.  

10.One driver per vehicle per class.  

11.ALL DECISIONS MADE BY OFFICIALS ARE FINAL!!

12.If you have a legitimate discrepancy, bring it up with a track 

     official, not the announcer or other people in the booth.

13.NO PASSENGERS ALLOWED.

14.Drivers are responsible for knowing all the rules.

(Any protest against a top 3-place vehicle of any class must be brought to the attention of tech 
      officials before the start of the next class with a $30.00 protest claim deposit. If vehicle is 
      found illegal, driver of vehicle in question loses all money and points for the event.  If vehicle 
      is found legal and passes inspection, driver of vehicle in questions receives the $30.00 deposit 
      from the protestor.
